At approximately 8:21pm on Wednesday, July 13, 2016, Uniformed Harlingen Police 
Officers responded to the HEB (1200 S. Commerce Street) in reference to two 
unattended children left inside a vehicle.  Officers located the vehicle and made 
contact with the children (a 6 year old male child and a 7 year old female child).  
Several minutes later the Officer made contact with the mother (identified as Julia 
Ann Battaglia).  Investigation revealed that Battaglia had placed her children under 
circumstances that exposed them to an unreasonable risk of harm and danger by 
leaving them alone inside their vehicle.  A records check also revealed that Battaglia 
had an outstanding arrest warrant for theft out of Hidalgo County.  Battaglia was 
placed under arrest and transported to the City jail for processing.  The children were 
later released unharmed into the custody of their father.  Child Protective Services 
was notified of the incident.
